After her
accident, Jean became a member of an amputee group — forming lifelong friendships and
traveling on trips, even a cruise. Jean joined the North Country Christian Church and quickly

found a second home there at bible study and Sunday services.

In addition to her parents, she was preceded in death by her older brother Paul Ferara.

She is survived by her loving children, Howard (Wendy) of Greenwich, CT; Paul (Laurie) of
Norwalk, CT; and John (Mindy) of Elbridge, NY; her grandchildren: Brittany, Nicole, Paul,
Michael, Jessica, Erica (Steve), and R] (Emily); her great-grandchildren: Alyssia and Ryder; her

brother Donald Ferara (Katherine) and her nephew Kenneth Ferara.
